* Non-Resident status applies only to Members who do not own or rent a residence within a 50 mile radius of Oldfield or do not reside within a 50 mile radius of Oldfield for more than three (3) months out of any twelve (12) month period. It is available for a maximum of three (3) years from the date of issuance of the Member’s membership. 

** Unimproved versus Improved: The Association is authorized to levy Base Assessments against all Units subject to assessment under Section 8.6 to fund the Common Expenses. Base Assessments shall be levied in accordance with the Base Assessment rates established by the Board for “Improved” and “Unimproved” Units. A Unit shall deemed “Unimproved” until the earlier of: (a) three years from the date of conveyance of the Unit by the Declarant; or (b) the issuance of a certificate of occupancy for residence on the Unit. Thereafter, the Unit shall be deemed “Improved” and shall be assessed at the rate for an Improved Unit. 

A limited number of Non-Equity Memberships are available for non-property owners and can be tailored to suit their interests:  Non-Equity Golf Membership, Fitness Membership, Sportsman Membership and All Access Membership.
The annual dues for these non-equity memberships range from $292 per month to $825 per month. The membership includes access to the amenity indicated plus dining at the Golf Clubhouse and River Club.

These memberships are recallable and are based on a one (1) year loyalty agreement.
